· Asoka assumes the throne in India.

· The Mahabharata, of which The Bhagavad Gita is a part, is put into final form. 

· The Aryans invade the Indus Valley region and although they leave no records, their culture is conveyed through the Vedas. 
· The development of Sanskrit is completed.
· The Indus Valley civilization grows up along the banks of the Indus River in what is now Pakistan.  The two most important sites uncovered are Harappa and Mohenjo-Daro. 

· Mahavira establishes Jainism.

· From 1000 – 600 B.C.E., the Late Vedic Period, the Aryans are integrated into Indian culture.  The caste system emerges.

· Alexander the Great dies, providing the opportunity for an independent state in India.  The Mauryan dynasty is established. 

· Siddharta Gautama is born.

· Chandragupta comes to power and begins India’s second empire, the Gupta Empire. 

· Hinduism and Buddhism are established as India’s main two faiths.
