Warm Ups: Greece

1. Using the Blue Book, look at the map on page 124.  What is the geography of Greece like?  What major cities did the Greeks build along the seacoast? What features of Greek geography caused the city-states to become independent? Why would you expect the Greeks to be great seafarers? Green Book = Page 100, Yellow Book = 120

2. Using the Blue Book, read the ‘Setting the Stage’ on page 134.  What happened during Athens’ golden age? Has the golden age had any lasting effects in the world?

3. Using the Blue Book, read History Makers on page 143. Why is the horse unruly, and how does Alexander tame him?  What does Alexander’s father believe about this son after the boy tames the horse?

4. Look at the chart on page 147 in the blue book. Which three items did the Greeks estimate the most accurately? Name two ways that Ptolemy’s view of the solar system differs from the modern view.

5. Using the yellow book, examine the picture on page 129. What does the vase depict?  Write three sentences describing either a hoplite and its equipment as shown in the illustration, or a phalanx and how it operated in a battle.

6. Identify the differences between democracy in Athens and the representative democracy we have in the United States.

7. Examine the column styles on page 139 in the yellow book. Identify which style you personally feel is more attractive. Doric – Masculine

8. Look at the map on page 144 in the yellow book.  Calculate the approximate length of Alexander’s empire east to west.  Name the battle sites indicated on the map.  How many continents did Alexander’s army enter?  Alexander traveled as far east as what modern-day countries. Green Book – 121/Blue Book - 144

9. What Greek myths have you encountered in films and literature. Describe what you know about each.  

10. What places in the United States end with –polis as a suffix?  What you think the terms means?  What does it suggest about Greek civilization?

11. What are the causes of war in the world today?  Look at the maps on pages 132 and 137 in the blue book. What do you think caused the Persian Wars and the Peloponnesian War? Green Book - 111

12. Historians have referred to Alexander as “Alexander the Great.” What are the qualities of a “great leader?”

13. Write a short paragraph describing what you think of fortune-tellers and people who predict the future. Do you think they are real or fake? Explain your reasoning.
