Age of Exploration, Scientific Revolution, & Enlightenment #1

Scientific Method
SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How do Newton’s law of gravity, Descartes’ logic and reason, and Bacon’s scientific method reshape the entire western world?
OBJECTIVE: By testing their hypotheses to three online experiments and analyzing a primary source by Rene Descartes, students will formulate a definition of the “scientific method”.

PROCEDURE:

Exploration Causes
SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

OBJECTIVE: Based on a teacher-led discussion and map, students will determine the most important motivation in European exploration.

PROCEDURE:

· Daily Warm-up:  Why are we sitting here in this room because of pepper (spices)?

Exploration Effects
SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  What were the effects of European explorations?

OBJECTIVE: Based on a teacher-led discussion and map, students will determine the most important effect of European exploration.

PROCEDURE: 

1. PREPARATION & PLANNING

· Daily Warm-up:  Exploration Map Questions

2. ASSISTANCE AND ASSOCIATIONS

· Exploration Cause/Effect Chart: Think-Pair-Share at least 3 effects

· Effects Lecture/Discussion

3. REFLECTION & READINESS FOR APPLICATION

· Which effect do you think had the most significant impact/legacy? Why?

HW: Read & answer questions for the four documents in packet by Hobbes, Locke, Montesquieu, and Rousseau – prepare to discuss next class

SUBJECT: Social Studies

Enlightenment & the Declaration of Independence
SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How did the Enlightenment influence the American Revolution and government?
OBJECTIVE: Students will analyze the Declaration of Independence to find Enlightenment ideas and visually represent their influence in American government.

PROCEDURE:

Intro to the French Revolution
SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How do the ideals of the Enlightenment influence the French Revolution?
OBJECTIVE: Students will list three facts, inferences, and questions based on the song “Viva La Vida” and make predictions about the French Revolution.

PROCEDURE:
