Formation of the Roman Republic

SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How have ancient Greece and Rome influenced the United States government?

OBJECTIVE: Students will compare the Roman and United States republics and determine the three most important similarities between them.

WARM-UP: Brainstorm/Define “republic.”


PROCEDURE: 

1. PREPARATION & PLANNING
· Daily Warm-up:  Brainstorm/Define “republic” – definitions in vocab section – umbrella visual?
· Mini-lecture on Rome geography (use Rome PPT maps)
· Formation of Roman Republic mini-lecture

· Rome vs. U.S. Republic Chart:
a. U.S. side as Think-Pair-Share
b. Rome side as class – see interactive way below

3. REFLECTION & READINESS FOR APPLICATION
· Three most important similarities and why

Pillars of U.S. Government

SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  How have ancient Greece and Rome influenced the United States government?

OBJECTIVE: Students will review Greek and Roman influences on the U.S. government and create an essay outline answering the essential question.

SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  What makes a good leader?

OBJECTIVE: Students will determine whether or not Julius Caesar was a good leader.

WARM-UP: What makes a good leader?  List at least three adjectives/qualities.




2. Which event from your storyboard was most important in changing Rome from a republic to an empire?


PROCEDURE: 

1. PREPARATION & PLANNING
· Daily Warm-up:  What makes a good leader?
· List student responses on board for later reference

2. ASSISTANCE AND ASSOCIATIONS
· Students read:
a. “Caesar’s Bid for Power” (Prentice Hall text subsection). 
b. and/or Shakespeare Mark Antony eulogy
c. and/or MacDougal Historymakers
· Half the class reads with the purpose of highlighting evidence that Caesar was a good leader.  The other half reads with the purpose of highlighting evidence that he was a poor leader.
· The class as a whole creates a list of pro and con qualities

3. REFLECTION & READINESS FOR APPLICATION
· Paragraph Response: Was Julius Caesar a good leader?  Why or why not?

The Rise of Christianity

SUBJECT: Social Studies

COURSE/GRADE: 3 World History I (Upper Standard)/ Grade 9

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:  Would Christianity be as popular a religion today without the Roman Empire?

OBJECTIVE: Students will use a lecture and think-pair-share discussion to answer the essential question.

WARM-UP: What part of the world today do you consider “the West”?  


PROCEDURE: 

1. PREPARATION & PLANNING
· Reading Quiz Ch. 6-3
· Daily Warm-up:  Brainstorm of what students know about how Christianity began
· Establish thesis: Christianity would not have grown without the Roman Empire.

2. ASSISTANCE AND ASSOCIATIONS
· Christianity Figures Thesis-Driven Lecture
· Think-Pair-Share: Why did Christianity spread? T-Chart (one partner focus on “Because of Rome…”, the other partner focus on “Not because of Rome…”) 

3. REFLECTION & READINESS FOR APPLICATION
· EQ Response & Discussion

HW: Read & Notes Ch. 6-4 – use text to fill in Fall of Rome chart in packet

TEACHER REFLECTION:
Thesis worked well – one student said at the beginning “But the Romans killed Jesus, so how can you say that?”  Rest of class had to join him or me!
