Another easily countered argument of World War I being a global war is the United States’ involvement in the war. Yet that too can be related back to Europe. Several factors all prompted by Europeans drove the U.S to integrate itself into the war. A chart of U.S. exports showcases the trade interests that the U.S. had in Europe at the start of the war (Document 3). A need to protect their enterprises in Europe was one of the major causes for the U.S.’s entry in the war.
