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NOTETAKING ADVICE
1.  PREVIEW THE SECTION – Examine the subsection headings, visuals, and section review. This helps you predict what you’re about to read and generate background knowledge.
2.  TURN THE SUBSECTION HEADINGS INTO QUESTIONS – Then, take notes to answer those questions.  This gives you more of a purpose for reading.
3.  READ FIRST, THEN WRITE – Read at least a paragraph in its entirety before taking any notes.  Then, go back and decide the main idea(s) from that paragraph that helps you to answer the heading questions.
4. USE AN ORGANIZATION SYSTEM THAT WORKS FOR YOU – Doing something other than just making a bulleted list will help you better see the information on the page.  Outline, mind map, cartoon, etc.
5. PAY ATTENTION TO CAUSE/EFFECT – Most of what’s important in reading history deals with this relationship.

6. WHEN FINISHED, USE SECTION REVIEW – If you can identify key people/terms and answer recall questions, you’re in good shape.
